For
Manawatu-Wanganui Region as a whole, one-family households make up 67.4 percent
of all households.

207 people (or 30.5 percent) live in one-person households in Taihape. Throughout
Manawatu-Wanganui Region, one-person households make up 26.1 percent of all
households.

The average household size in Taihape is 2.4 people, compared with an average of 2.5
people for all of Manawatu-Wanganui Region.
